CELL line - The commun�cat�on serv�ce prov�ded through your Bluetooth enabled cell telephone.
Connected - A Bluetooth dev�ce (cell phone or headset) can only be used when �t �s connected to 
the telephone base. When a Bluetooth dev�ce �s connected to the telephone base and act�ve on the 
Active Devices l�st, �t w�ll be ready for use.
Disconnected - An X �n front of a dev�ce on the Active Devices l�st w�ll appear and a d�agonal l�ne 
w�ll appear across dev�ces 1 and/or 2 �n the �con status bar when the correspond�ng Bluetooth dev�ce 
�s d�sconnected from the telephone base.
Discoverable mode - Before a Bluetooth dev�ce can be pa�red, �t must be set �n th�s mode. When 
pa�r�ng your cell phone, the telephone base w�ll be set �n th�s mode. When pa�r�ng a headset, the 
headset must be set �n th�s mode.

Bluetooth

dev�ce(s) can be used. Depend�ng on the manufacturer, th�s �s also referred to as Bonding.
PIN - By default, the PIN �s 0000 for the telephone base and for most Bluetooth dev�ces. PIN �nformat�on 
must be exchanged between Bluetooth dev�ces before they can be used. Th�s �s also known as a 
Passkey or Passcode.

Bluetooth at a glance
The telephone base allows you to pa�r up to e�ght Bluetooth dev�ces. You can have a max�mum of two 
pa�red dev�ces connected at anyt�me (two cell phones, or one cell phone and one headset), but only 
one cell phone or headset can be on a call at a t�me. 
Once you have pa�red a dev�ce w�th the telephone base, the pa�r�ng �nformat�on w�ll be stored 
on the Paired Devices l�st (page 23).

• If the telephone �s not respond�ng normally, try putt�ng the cordless handset �n the telephone 
base or the charger. If �t does not seem to respond, try the follow�ng (�n the order l�sted):

• D�sconnect the power to the telephone base.

• D�sconnect the battery on the handset and the spare battery �n the telephone base.

• Wa�t a few m�nutes before connect�ng power to the telephone base.

• Re-�nstall the battery and place the handset �nto the telephone base or charger.

• Wa�t for the handset to synchron�ze �ts connect�on w�th the telephone base. Allow up to one 
m�nute for th�s to take place.
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Th�s cordless telephone operates w�th the max�mum power allowed by the Federal Commun�cat�ons Comm�ss�on (FCC). Even so, th�s handset and telephone base can 
communicate over only a certain distance ---which can vary with the locations of the telephone base and handset, the weather, and the layout of your home or office. 
When the handset �s out of range, the handset w�ll d�splay Searching for Base.... The user can access the handset phone book and certa�n parts of the menu 
system. Still searching for Base w�ll be d�splayed �f access �s den�ed.
If there �s a call wh�le the handset �s out of range, �t m�ght not r�ng, or �f �t does r�ng, the call m�ght not connect well when you press HOME/FLASH. Move closer to 
the telephone base, then press HOME/FLASH to answer the call. 
If the handset moves out of range dur�ng a telephone conversat�on, there m�ght be �nterference.
To �mprove recept�on, move closer to the telephone base.

Maintenance
Taking care of your telephone
Your cordless telephone conta�ns soph�st�cated electron�c parts, so �t must be treated w�th care. 

Avoid rough treatment
Place the handset down gently. Save the or�g�nal pack�ng mater�als to protect your telephone �f you ever need to sh�p �t. 

Avoid water
Your telephone can be damaged �f �t gets wet. Do not use the handset �n the ra�n, or handle �t w�th wet hands. Do not �nstall the telephone base near a s�nk, bathtub 
or shower.

Electrical storms
Electr�cal storms can somet�mes cause power surges harmful to electron�c equ�pment. For your own safety, take caut�on when us�ng electr�c appl�ances dur�ng storms. 

Cleaning your telephone
Your telephone has a durable plast�c cas�ng that should reta�n �ts luster for many years. Clean �t only w�th a soft cloth sl�ghtly dampened w�th water or a m�ld soap. 
Do not use excess water or clean�ng solvents of any k�nd.

Remember that electr�cal appl�ances can cause ser�ous �njury �f used when you are wet or stand�ng �n water. If the telephone base should fall �nto the water, DO NOT 
RETRIEVE IT UNTIL YOU UNPLUG THE POWER CORD AND TELEPHONE LINE CORDS FROM THE WALL. Then pull the un�t out by the unplugged cords.
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About cordless telephones
Privacy: The same features that make a cordless telephone conven�ent create some l�m�tat�ons. Telephone calls are transm�tted between the telephone base and 
the cordless handset by rad�o waves, so there �s a poss�b�l�ty that the cordless telephone conversat�ons could be �ntercepted by rad�o rece�v�ng equ�pment w�th�n 
range of the cordless handset. For th�s reason, you should not th�nk of cordless telephone conversat�ons as be�ng as pr�vate as those on corded telephones.
Electrical Power: The telephone base of th�s cordless telephone must be connected to a work�ng electr�cal outlet. The electr�cal outlet should not be controlled 
by a wall sw�tch. Calls cannot be made from the cordless handset �f the telephone base �s unplugged or sw�tched off, or �f the electr�cal power �s �nterrupted. 
Potential TV Interference: Some cordless telephones operate at frequenc�es that may cause �nterference to telev�s�ons and VCRs. To m�n�m�ze or prevent 
such �nterference, do not place the telephone base of the cordless telephone near or on top of a TV or VCR.
