Wall mounting bracket installation (optional)

Your telephone base comes with the wall mounting/desktop bracket installed, ready for desktop use.

If you prefer to mount your telephone on the wall (optional), it is designed to mount on a standard

telephone wall plate. For wall mounting, follow these instructions:

¢ First, insert the lower portion tabs of the wall mounting/desktop bracket into the lower grooves in
the telephone base, then snap the upper portion tabs of the bracket into place.

¢ Mount the telephone base on the wall by positioning it so the mounting studs will fit into the holes
on the telephone base and wall mounting/desktop bracket. Slide the telephone base down on the
mounting studs until it locks into place.

¢ To remove the bracket, press both upper portion tabs firmly inward and pull the bracket downward

Operating range

This cordless telephone operates within the maximum power allowed by the Federal
Communications Commission (FCC). Even so, this handset and telephone base can communicate
over only a certain distance - which can vary with the locations of the telephone base and handset,
the weather, and the construction of your home or office. If you receive a call while you are out of
range, the handset might not ring or if it does ring, the call might not connect when you press
TALK/FLASH. Move closer to the telephone base, then press TALK/FLASH to answer the call.

If you move out of range during a phone conversation, you might hear noise or interference. To
improve reception, move closer to the telephone base.

If you move out of range without pressing OFF, your phone will be left off the hook. To hang up
properly, walk back into range, periodically pressing OFF.
